Wiki markup is a core feature in Trac, tightly integrating all the other parts of Trac into a flexible and unified

whole.

Trac has a powerful wiki rendering engine that implements a subset of the commands from other popular Wikis,

such as ?MoinMoin and ?WikiCreole.

The sections below provide an overview for the most common syntax, each link in the Category column leads you

to the more detailed explanation later in this page.

The following wiki pages present the advanced features of the Trac wiki markup in more depth:

e TracLinks covers all the possible ways to refer to any Trac resource or parts thereof.

e WikiPageNames covers the various names a wiki page can take, whether in CamelCase or not.

e WikiMacros lists the macros available for generating dynamic content.

e WikiProcessors and WikiHtml details how parts of the wiki text can be processed in special ways.
¢ 2AdvancedWikiOperations provides some operations in uncommon or administrative scenarios.

Use three curly
braces wrapped around the text to define a block quote. The curly braces need to be on a separate line.

Hyperlinks are automatically created for WikiPageNames and URLs. WikiPageLinks can be disabled by
prepending an exclamation mark (!), such as !WikiPageLink.

Note: the 2WikiCreole style for links is quick to type and certainly looks familiar as it is the one used on Wikipedia
and in many other wikis. Unfortunately it conflicts with the syntax for macros. So in the rare case when you need to
refer to a page which is named after a macro (typical examples being TitleIndex, InterTrac and InterWiki), by
writing [ [TitleIndex] ] you will actually call the macro instead of linking to the page.
